CORPUS CHRISTI MASS AND 
PROCESSION  
Next Sunday at 12:00 Noon Mass 
we will celebrate the Solemnity of 
Corpus Christi (The Body and 
Blood of Christ).  Following the 
Mass, weather permitting we will have an outdoor 
procession of the Blessed Sacrament.  
 

The Procession will conclude with Benediction of the 
Blessed Sacrament at an altar set up in the school 
parking lot.  
 

HISTORY OF THE FEAST OF CORPUS CHRISTI  
Jesus says in John 6:48, “I am  the Bread of Life.”  
The Feast of Corpus Christi  which means "The Body 
of Christ"  is intended to glorify the Blessed Sacrament 
in which Jesus is present Body and Blood, Soul and 
Divinity.  For centuries the custom was to exclaim this 
publicly by processing through the church and often into 
the streets on this feast with the celebrant holding the 
Eucharist aloft in the sacred Monstrance for all to see 
and worship. The procession concluded with the 
celebration of Benediction. This special feast was first 
established in 1246 by Bishop Robert de Thorote of 
Liege through the encouragement of Saint Juliana of 
Mont Cornilon and less than 20 years later in 1264 this 
feast was extended to the universal Church by Pope 
Urban IV at the urging of Saint Thomas Aquinas whose 
deep love for the Blessed Sacrament is legendary. 
Thomas wrote the original office of this feast including 
the Sequence sung at the Mass Pange Lingua. In recent 
times the Feast of Corpus Christi has officially been 
called the Feast of the Body and Blood of Christ and is 
celebrated on the Sunday following the Feast of the Holy 
Trinity.  
 

THEOLOGY OF THE EUCHARIST  
On the Feast of Corpus Christi the members of Christ's 
Body - the Church - are called to remember the origin 
and purpose of the sacrament of the Eucharist. 
Sacraments are sacred signs and rituals that are designed 
to effect (bring about) what they signify. The Eucharist 
is the third of three sacraments of Christian initiation - or 
Christian identity. Baptism initiates this identity, 
Confirmation is designed to strengthen this identity and 
its practice in life, and the Eucharist nourishes and 
enables the disciple to grow in becoming another Christ. 
In this tradition we are called to gather with other 
members on Sunday to renew our covenant with Jesus 
Christ's call to Do This In Memory of Me.  In an 
analogous way we are called to become what we sing -
people who praise God; to become what we hear - God's 
Word; to become what we see and eat - the Body of 
Christ.  In other words, in the Eucharistic encounter, it is 
the food that absorbs the one who eats it and not vice 
versa.  

Vatican II Council stated that the Eucharist is to be the 
summit and substance of our Catholic life, calling for 
full and active participation in the Eucharistic 
celebration.  Ideal conditions for such full participation 
would include appropriate preparation before coming to 
the Eucharist and minimal distractions during Mass - 
admittedly these conditions are difficult to realize in our 
times.  
 

Our Church has encouraged the practice of Eucharistic 
devotion outside Mass-visits to Chapels or Churches 
where the Blessed Sacrament is present on the altar or in 
a tabernacle, and Eucharistic Processions. This devotion 
is intended to extend and deepen our Lord's invitation 
Do This in Memory of Me. Believing in this real 
presence, we are invited to spend some quiet time before 
the Blessed Sacrament.

We make this prayer in the name of Jesus 
Christ, our risen Lord, who lives and reigns with you 
and the Holy Spirit, God, for ever and ever.
